North Kitsap Fire & Rescue (NKF&R) is a fire protection
district serving the communities of Hansville, Kingston,
Indianola, Miller Bay, Suquamish and Port Gamble
S’Klallam on the northeastern tip of the Kitsap Peninsula.
We provide all-hazards emergency response and
community risk reduction services.

When crews
aren’t responding to emergencies, they are often drilling
at a training tower or around their stations. We are also
quite active in the community, continuously seeking
opportunities to meet our mission through prevention and
to add value between emergencies. We have been very
successful with ballot measures, often earning more than
70% approval for our proposals. This public support has
been key to our quality apparatus and equipment as well

as to our staffing levels.

There are
large swaths of natural lands; many of these parcels are
parks with access to the water as well as to inland hiking,
biking and horseback riding. The Port of Kingston
includes a marina as well as one of the district’s several
boat launches. The two tribes operate
museums, casinos and hotels. A
Washington State Ferries terminal
provides service to and from the I-5
corridor at Edmonds, and Kitsap
Transit’s passenger-only ferry runs
directly from Kingston to downtown
Seattle.
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
